Tom, smiling secretly, hid the magic
potion book.

Place a comma on either side of the
subordinate clause.

Fronted adverbials followed by a
comma: prepositional phrases
starting with an adjective and ending
in “-ed”

Adjectives ending in “-ed”:
frightened, scared, etc.
